DAMANSARA HHH RULES

1. MEMBERS SUBSCRIPTION FEES.

a. In principle, subscription fees are due and payable each quarter. Any absence is not deductible from this. Subscription fees are not refundable for any reason at all.

b. Any member who is outstanding for 2 quarters and more will have to pay guest fees at each attendance. Outstanding subscription fees will have to be cleared to avoid paying the guest fees.

c. Any member who is outstanding for 3 quarters will be automatically booted out. If the member wants to rejoin, the member will have to clear the outstanding fees first and then be allowed to rejoin as a new member.

d. Subscriptions must be paid in the first month. After this, a penalty of RM 20 will be imposed for Drinkers and Non-drinkers alike.

For the present, we will give a chance for all to clear outstanding dues by the end of April.

e. From time to time, we have members who have to leave and go away overseas or even out of town. This may be permanent or on temporary leave.

If a member has to go away for good, then the member has to inform the Committee with one months notice. He/she then need not pay any subscription from the following quarter onwards and will not be considered due for fees. If he/she returns and attends the run, he/she will have to pay guest fees or rejoin as a member. If there are outstanding fees, these will have to be cleared as well.

f. If a member does not inform the committee, then he/she will remain due for fees and 1(b) and 1(c) will apply.

g. Guests have to pay when they arrive at the runsite and, members bringing the guest has to ensure this is done

h. There will be a guest fee of RM 5 for children between 4 years and 15 years of age.

    Children will be charged for the on on unless the hare exempts them.


DRINKS

2. From now on, after the first drink has been given, additional drinks will only be given in exchange for a bottle or can. This applies to beers, stouts and soft drinks.

3. All drinks taken from the ice tank must be opened. This includes cans or bottles. Please do not take away unopened cans or bottles. The Hare for the day will help to check this.

4. If the Hare plans to have an On-site On On, the Hare must ensure that there is enough beer and soft drinks available. This must be done by informing Ramli earlier, or the Hare should bring the extra beers and soft drinks.

5. There are occasions when there are runners who get lost or are very late. The Hare has to be aware of this and ensure that there are soft drinks and beers reserved for such runners.

6. If you have paid as a non-drinking member, please take only soft drinks.

RUNS

7. Runs must be set such that the front runners come in between 1 hour and 1 hour 30 mins. If the front runners come either before or after the time bracket, the GM will decide if this is to be a fine run.

8. There should only be one trail for all runners. The Hare cannot set a long run of more than 1 hour 30 mins. for the fast runners and a separate short one for others.

9. Should there be any lost runners, the Hare must go in at 9.30 pm. This is the Hare’s responsibility, not that of the Mismanagement. He/she can of course, get any assistance he needs.
10. The Hare must therefore be prepared with the necessary equipment.
11. If any runner goes into the run after 6.15 pm, he/she must be responsible for him or herself and not expect to be found if late or lost.
12. Hares & Co-Hares are only allowed to consume 6 bottles of beer and unlimited amount of soft drinks before the first runner is out on paper.

13. No member is allowed to consume beers before the 1st runner is back on paper or 1 ½ hours has elapsed since the start of the run.

14. Do your homework before every run and if you need help, the committee and many other experienced members will be able to assist you on the runs.

15. From now on, only one type of paper must be used on the run. This is to avoid the situation that the different paper could be from another chapter and the runners will be confused.

16. The Committee appreciates members who volunteer to take up a run from another member who for some reason cannot do the run. However, the normal rules for setting runs will apply.

If the run is out of the required times for a run or any other serious error is made, the run can be declared a Fine Run. No exemption will be given because it is a Volunteer Run.
